In Arizona,
state laws also provide
reductions in real and
personal property taxes
to businesses that qual-
ify for location in these
zones. Reductions in
such fees are particu-
larly beneficial to U.S.

eligible import/export
activity within an FTZ, as
well as local businesses
involved in international
commerce with plans for
expansion.

Economic develop-
ment directors through-
out the West Valley have
long supported creation
of the GMFTZ because
of the enhanced oppor-
tunities it offers for new
business development
and job creation. Luke
Air Force Base, Maricopa
County, and Dysart Uni-
fied School District are
just some of the region’s
stakeholders lending their
support to zone creation.

Improvements at Wastewater
Reclamation Facility provide
security and beauty

The City completed new security en-
hancements at the Public Works Wastewater
Reclamation Facility located at 10355 N.
121st Avenue that really bring a fresh look
to the area. The improvements included the
design and construction of a partial block
perimeter wall, security cameras, nice
gabion attributes, and a steel controlled
automated gate. The facility is easily
identified by the clean lettering on the wall
and the installation of gabions provides an
enhanced appearance to the wall.

In the past, there had been several oc-
casions of unlawful trespassing, thefts,
and property damage to the facility.
Since replacing the see through chain
link fence with a block wall, the City has

not experienced any losses or trespass-
ing at the property. Employees now have
the ability to control and monitor the
gate before anyone is allowed entrance
into the facility. Having this function
ensures the safety to employees, mini-
mizes theft, and secures the facility.

The block wall design and gabion at-
tributes are consistent with the new theme
of El Mirage. The aesthetics of the facility
are a great beginning in the transformation
of this industrial corridor.

Simple Steps to Use 9-1-1

In emergency situations,
seconds count. Whether it is
amedical emergency, a fire, a
crime in progress or a motor
vehicle collision with injuries,
an informed, calm caller is 9-
1-1’s best caller. E1 Mirage’s
Fire and Police Departments
are equipped and ready to
respond to citizens’ emergen-
cies, but offer these tips to help
deliver prompt service.

9-1-1 is for emergencies
only. If immediate assistance
is needed from police, fire, or
medical assistance, call 9-1-1.
Misuse of the system wastes
resources, ties up the phone
lines, and delays assistance
to those who have an actual
emergency.

When a call is made to
9-1-1, the caller should be
prepared to answer the call-
takers questions. Staying calm
will help the call-taker to accu-
rately hear and understand the
emergency. The first question
is, “What is the emergency?”
This helps direct the request to
the proper agency. The next
critical piece of information is
the location of the emergency,
including an address. This is
followed by asking for the
phone number the caller is
calling from in case the phone
connection is lost. The call-
taker will have the ability to
call back.

If you have an
emergency, always

The call-taker will then ask
for details of the emergency
such as the physical descrip-
tion of a person who commit-
ted a crime, a description of
any fire that may be burning,
or a description of injuries or
symptoms being experienced
by the person having a medi-
cal emergency. In cases of
fires or medical emergencies,
the caller will be transferred
to the fire department dispatch
center and will be provided in-
structions such as CPR or first
aid methods until help arrives.
The caller should not hang up
until the call-taker instructs
the caller to do so.

“Parents should teach their
children when and how to use
9-1-1 properly,” according to
Howard Munding, El Mirage
Fire Chief. “Several lives have
been saved thanks to kids who
were prepared.” “Mistake calls
to 9-1-1 do occur on occa-
sion,” El Mirage Police Chief
Steve Campbell stated. “If9-
1-1 is dialed by mistake when
no emergency exists, do not
hang up. Simply explain to the
call-taker that you do not have
an emergency,” he added.
