The upcoming grand open-
ing of the El Mirage Police
Station on January 23rd gives
me the opportunity to reflect
on the timing of Council deci-
sions to construct this facility
as well as the fire station and
the recreation facility with
swimming pool. The deci-
sions, made amid the unprec-
edented economic recession
between 2008 and 2011, re-
sulted in 5 to 20% savings on
building costs for each of the
three projects.

According to Architekton,
the architectural firm that de-
signed the recreation facility,
El Mirage locked in costs to
build all of its civic projects
when costs were very near

the lowest point in the firm’s
more than 20 years in busi-
ness. Similar remarks have
been made by D.L. Withers,
the contractor building the
police facility. Recessions
for the construction industry
equate to fierce competition
among companies, especially
for projects such as those ap-
proved by El Mirage voters.
Thanks to the community’s
support, these projects are be-
ing completed at a substantial
savings and property values in
El Mirage have increased, bol-
stered in part by these public
safety and recreation improve-
ments. The Arizona Republic
highlighted the upward trend
in home prices in a December

29,2013 article entitled, “Test
Your Business Knowledge.”
The article noted that in 2013,
El Mirage was the Valley
community that enjoyed the
greatest percentage increase in
median home sale prices.

This Council remains com-
mitted to ensuring your tax
dollars are spent on the things
that matter most to you. We
also remain mindful that timing
is important in making sure tax
dollars are spent in a manner
that brings about the greatest
return on your investment.

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Insights: Cautiously Moving in the nght Economlc Direction

After years of negative to
moderate growth in Arizona
since the great recession, it’s
easy to understand why econ-
omists are cautiously optimis-
tic about 2014. The Arizona
economy is getting better and
indicators like the unemploy-
ment rate, housing market,
and construction-related jobs
all show positive signs.

The AZ Republic gave
a 2014 economic forecast
featuring five economists. All
predicted moderate growth at
a pace better than 2013. The
lingering effects of the post-
recession are slowly reaching
pre-recession levels. Most
people agree that pacing

our growth is much more
sustainable than the rapid ap-
preciation we experienced in
the early to mid-2000s.
Many commercial real
estate brokers are also pre-
dicting a better 2014 for the
Greater Phoenix Area. The
AZ Republic asked some
of the Valley’s top brokers
if they see Greater Phoenix
on the rebound. One bro-
ker noted that Phoenix has
moved up eight spaces from
last year, ranked 25th in an
“Emerging Trends in Real
Estate” report detailing the
best places in the U.S. for
investors to put their money.
The key factors influencing
this new ranking include
employment and popula-
tion growth and a relatively
low cost of doing business.

All three commercial areas
- office, industrial, and retail-
are predicted to grow by 2.4
percent in 2014.

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Every year, more than
3,000 people die in home fires
in the United States; most of
whom are in homes without a
working smoke alarm.

Smoke alarms are just
like any other appliance
in a home; they need to be
maintained and replaced
regularly. The El Mirage

Fire Department receives
calls weekly from residents
whose smoke alarms are
“chirping.” This occurs
when the batteries are low
and need replacing and when
the life span of the smoke
alarm has been reached.

Scalds a burning issue

Hot water causes 33% of all burns according to
the American Burn Association. Scald injuries are
painful and require prolonged treatment. They may
result in lifelong scarring and even death. Preven-
tion of scalds is always preferable to treatment and
can be accomplished through simple changes in
behavior and the home environment.

In conjunction with Burn Awareness Week,
February 2-8, the American Burn Association and
El Mirage Fire Department is providing information
relating to scald burns.

To decrease the risk of tap water scalds:

» Set home water heater thermostats to deliver
water at a temperature no higher than 120 degrees
Fahrenheit/48 degree Celsius.

* Provide constant adult supervision of children
or anyone who may experience difficulty removing
themselves from hot water on their own.

* Install grab bars, shower seats or non-slip flooring
in tubs or showers if the person is unsteady or weak.

To decrease the risk of cooking-related burns:

« Establish a “kid zone” out of the traffic path
between the stove and sink where children can
safely play and still be supervised.

* Cook on back burners when children are pres-
ent. Keep all pot handles turned back, away from
the stove edge.

* Never drink or carry hot liquids while carrying
or holding a child. Quick motions may cause spill-
ing of onto the child.

For more information about preventing scald
burns, contact the El Mirage Fire Department at
623-583-7968, the Arizona Burn Foundation, ww-
wazburn.org, or the American Burn Association,
www.ameriburn.org.

* Once the smoke alarms
have new batteries and have
been cleaned, press and
hold the “test” button on the
smoke alarm until all of the
smoke alarms in the house
begin to sound. This should
take approximately 10-15
seconds. This will reset all
the smoke alarms.

If the above steps do not
eliminate the “chirping,”
then the smoke alarms prob-
ably need to be replaced.
Smoke alarms have a 10
year life span and need to be
replaced just like any other
appliance. According to City
records, approximately 75%
ofall homes in El Mirage are
at least 10-12 years old and
as a result the smoke alarms
need to be replaced.

A working smoke detec-
tor is the least expensive
and most dependable tool
that has been proven to
save lives in the event of a
house fire.
