El Mirage City Council met with City Manager

Dr. Spencer A. Isom to establish the City’s
goals for 2015-2016. This is the third time since
2010 the Council, this time joined by newest

Councilmember Bob Jones, has met to discuss and
identify the City’s goals and major projects for the

next two-year period.

Past goal-setting efforts resulted in many public
safety and quality-of-life improvements including

the fire station, police station, Northwest Valley
Family YMCA, El Mirage-Thunderbird Road

improvements, Gentry Park improvements, City-
wide pavement maintenance program, pocket park

lighting improvements, Basin Park, and other
flood control and utility improvements.

This year’s efforts identified the following
as “Significant Initiatives and Programs” to be
pursued over the next two-years: 1) Improve

appearance of businesses along Grand Avenue and

El MirageWelcomes New
Planning and Zoning Commissioners

Thunderbird Road such as Food City, 2) Continue
completion of the El Mirage Road project, and 3)
Explore options for negotiating with public safety
personnel. Also identified in the report are the
following “Capital Project” goals: 1) Construct

a new City Hall near police station, 2) Continue
Police Department vehicle replacement program,
and 3) Install a sidewalk on the north side of
Varney to 125th Avenue so students do not have to
walk in the street.

When asked about the new City Hall, Dr. Isom
commented, “Councilmembers are often asked,
‘When are you going build that City Hall voters
were promised?’ [ believe this Council would
like to make good on the promise made by their
predecessors and finally construct a City Hall
of which the citizens can be proud, and one that
will contribute to the City’s ongoing economic
development efforts.” The promise came in the

approved “...the issuance of bonds in the principal
amount of $2,000,000 for the purpose of providing
funds to finance the costs of construction of a new
City Hall/Complex within the City...” The bond
authority remains valid and is in keeping with this
Council’s intention to pursue only those major
projects which the voters have approved.
Commenting on the goal setting process, Mayor
Lana Mook noted, “This process engages every
member of the Council in an open exchange
of ideas. Ultimately, we are able to agree upon
those projects and initiatives viewed as essential
to the continued development of our community
and improvement of the quality of life for our
citizens.”

The first project is located on the east side of Main
Street between Valentine Street and Myer Lane, and
the second is located on the south side of Santa Fe
Lane between Fifth Avenue and El Mirage Road. In
addition to new sidewalks, these projects will also
include ADA accessible ramps and minor pavement
improvements. Work on the new sidewalks is
expected to take approximately 9o days and should
be completed by June 2015.

The new
Basin Park boasts grassy
areas, trees, and a paved
walking path for informal
recreational activities.
The City’s project

partner - the Flood Control
District of Maricopa
County - provided ongoing
technical assistance that
resulted in an integrated
basin design, which met
the district’s regional
flood hazard mitigation
requirements, and gave
the City a safe, attractive
area that enhanced the

aesthetics of surrounding
neighborhoods.

El Mirage Wash Basin
represents one of the
best examples of how
civil engineering and
landscape architecture can
be melded to produce a
space addressing multiple
community needs.
