Information Technology - Servmg El erage

Over the past year, the
Information Technology
(IT) department has
improved service levels
to City employees and
by extension to the
citizens of El Mirage.

The IT department
provides a secure
and reliable network
infrastructure in order
for the City to operate
in an efficient and
cost effective manner.
Two key projects were
recently completed,
upgrading the City’s
phone system and
security system.

Phone systems are
largely taken for granted,
but are nonetheless
extremely important.
This project replaced a
15 year old system with
a modern, sustainable
system.

In addition, new
phone features help
citizens reach staff
easily and provide call
management to better
handle incoming calls.
The system ensures

order and has a reporting
program that will help
improve and provide
great service.

Security is at the
forefront of today’s
organizations and during
the past few years,
enhancements to the City
of El Mirage have been

made to keep data safe
and the network reliable.
One example is the
City’s email system. Itis
filtered and replicated by
a third-party company.
This provides anti-virus
and anti-SPAM for the
City’s email, as well
as a level of disaster
recovery in case of a

severe outage.

As technology
continues to evolve,
so will the City of El
Mirage. The Information
Technology department
will look for opportunities
to provide the most cost
effective and quality
customer service
possible.
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City Court parking lot improvements,
Lower El Mirage Basin lighting, El
Mirage Road improvements, new City
Hall project, citywide traffic signal
improvements, Cactus and Dysart
intersection improvements, handrail
improvements, and Main Street and Santa
Fe Lane sidewalk project.

Construction work continues at the
new Family Dollar Store on Thunderbird
Road. In addition, Thunderbird Road
will receive widening and streetscape
improvements that will begin early
2016.

Staff continues to assist other private
developers including Vulcan Material
Phase Il Levee project, Goodwill
Industries, Grace Church, Dakota
Fabricating, and Parks and Sons.

Planning and Zoning

El Mirage Planning and Zoning staff
ensures that projects are developed to
government regulations and in accordance
with development agreements. Long-
range planning is achieved by following
the City’s General Plan. The General Plan
is a blueprint for future development and
its impact on future growth and quality
of life.

One of the largest planning and zoning
projects approved last year was the
Goodwill Store project.

Staff assisted the Goodwill Store
with the site plan approval process and
ensured that all City standards were
followed. Staff also monitors group

homes and processes new group home
applications.

Geographic Information
System (GIS)

El Mirage GIS staff integrates
hardware, software, and data for capturing,
managing, analyzing, and displaying all
forms of geographically referenced
information. The division continues
providing GIS support for internal and
public inquires. GIS is improving and
updating the GIS interactive webpage
with new data.

Senior Center

El Mirage Senior Center staff provides
the opportunity to participate in activities,
educational programs, and an organized meal
program that emphasize wellness, nutrition,
and healthy diets. The activities help seniors
maintain physical and mental well-being.
The Senior Center enhances the participant’s
lives by providing a positive, nurturing, and
supportive social environment.

The seniors enjoy outings to the
different grocery stores, shopping centers,
and casinos in the Phoenix area as most of
them do not drive outside the City. Other
activities include Wii bowling, celebrating
monthly birthdays, and exercising at the
Northwest Valley Family YMCA.

El Mirage Development and
Community Services will continue to
work hard for the wide variety of interests
to our businesses, residents, and families,
and keep improving the City one project
at a time.
