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DEMOLITION PERMIT REQUIREMENTS

APPLICATION: Complete application form. This must be submitted along with 
            the required documents. 

DOCUMENTS:  per 2006 International Existing Building Code (IEBC) 106.2
A. Two site plans:
· Note the project location: Street address, lot number and parcel   
    number.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Include all lot dimensions and all property lines.
· Label all adjacent streets.
· Show all structures on the property. Label which structures are to be demolished, which are to remain. 
· Indicate the dumpster and construction fence locations.
· Clearly note the location of all gas and water meters, sewer lines, underground electrical lines and/or overhead lines and poles. 
B. Contractor information:
· Property owners may act as their own contractor only if the property is not/will not be used as rental property. 
· City of El Mirage Business License number.
C. Recorded Deed/Proof of Ownership:
· All permit applications for commercial, tenant improvement, residential and factory built structures shall include a recorded deed or other suitable evidence of ownership. For tenant improvements, either a deed or copy of the lease agreement is required. 
  
ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:
· Notice must be given to adjacent property owners ten (10) days prior to the work being done. The City of El Mirage will notify property owners on contract or bid demolitions.  IEBC 1402.1
· A haul permit is required for debris in excess of five hundred (500) cubic yards. Contact the Engineering Dept. for permit.
· Construction fencing forty two inches (42”) in height is required to protect the site and public.
· Post a temporary site address sign. 
· Contact all utilities (Blue Stake) for utility location and shut off.
· Disturbed areas larger than 1/10 acre (4,356 sq. ft.) are required to comply with Maricopa County Air Quality Standards (PM 10) and may require a dust control permit. 
· It is the responsibility of the owner or operator doing the demolition work for all permits, notifications, removal, transportation and disposal of all asbestos containing materials. Public, commercial, industrial buildings and apartment complexes of greater than four (4) units AND two (2) or more residential homes or two or more livable structures on a single property are regulated by the Maricopa County Asbestos NESHAP Program. PERMIT FEES: Fees vary from $25 for an accessory structure, such as a shed to  
                          $150 for a Residence and $200 per Commercial Building. A permit is   
                          valid for180 days (6 months) from the time of issuance.

INSPECTIONS:
· Pre- Demolition: Verify all utilities have been disconnected and all meters removed and construction fencing is in place
· Sewer cap/ Underground inspection: Verify sewer lines are disconnected and capped to within five feet (5’) of the property line. All underground utilities, footings, foundations have been removed and trenches must remain open for inspection. No debris may remain or be buried on site. 
· Final: Verify all demolition debris is removed. Backfill and final grading/compaction are completed. Construction fencing is removed. Check surrounding properties, easements, right-of-ways for any damage that may have been caused during the demolition work.
